


Routing individual drum outputs using ReWire

Example 1

The main stereo output from the Redrum drum player is sent into the Reason mixer. This
way, insert effects and EQ can only be applied to the whole drum mix. Redrum does
allow send and return effects that are configured in the Reason mixer to be applied to
individual parts.

Example 2

Here, the individual drums are being routed directly to the hardware interface:
1 — kick drum to interface channel 3

2 — snare drum 1 to interface channel 4

3 — snare drum 2 to interface channel 5

Main stereo outs (now carrying just the cymbals as the other signals have been
individually routed) to interface channels 7 and 8 (panned hard left and right in

Cubase).

In the background, the Cubase ReWire channels show the individual drum signals,
which can now be processed using compression, EQ and send and returns just as in a
multi-track recording.
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
